Jewellery 

Children are allowed to wear a watch but this must be removed before P.E. 

Small stud earrings are allowed if covered by tape before arrival at school. 

Earrings should not be worn on P.E days. 

Footwear 

Children are encouraged to wear smart, black school shoes. We discourage 

black trainers or shoes that are branded, have logos or novelty attachments / 

adornments. 

Book bags 

All children are required to bring a book to school. Children should not bring 

rucksacks; a book bag is sufficient. We cannot accommodate large bags as 

each child has a small tray to store their belongings.
